Our Crisp Point Light has been featured on the front cover of a 

lighthouse book written by Jerry Roach. The Ultimate Guide To 

Upper Michigan Lighthouses, released October 10, 2007, features 

our light, front and center on it's cover.

ñWe are very concerned and committed to the importance of 

lighthouse preservation, and this is just a small action we can 

take,ò says Roach. 

The books are the most comprehensive and up-to-date books on 

the lights of Michigan. In fact, the four newest Michigan lights, 

Mariners Memorial Light, Caseville Harbor Light, Indian Country 

Sports Light, and Wawatam Light are covered in his books. There 

are several unique features in these books. All have two pages 

devoted to each light. On the first page is simple history, pictures, 

and multiple types of directions to find the light. All three books 

have G.P.S. Waypoints, and a scenic route that travels the 

coastline from one light to the next. Directions from a major 

intersection are included in both ñlowerò Michigan books and in 

the ñupperò book when possible. The second page includes 

listings of museums, attractions, points of interest, as well as 

annual fairs, festivals and events. There are also contact numbers 

listed on this page. In the center of the books are color pictures 

and journaling pages. Jerry says, ñ We have designed these books 

so that everyone can find each light, whether onshore or off, keep 

a journal of their visits, and have some fun in the cities and towns 

surrounding each light.ò ñThat's why we call them the Ultimate
